NOTICE is hereby given that North West Leicestershire District has now made a variation to their North West Leicestershire District Council (Off-Street Parking Places) Order, 2010  under its powers contained in sections 32 and 35 (1) and (3) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, the effect of which will be:

(a) Varying the charging tariffs to include a new weekly and monthly pay & display ticket for the   Council car parks in Coalville and Leicestershire County Council’s Coalville Library Car Park. The new tariffs will be phased in from July 24th 2017.  All existing tariffs remain the same.
(b) Varying to limit the controlled hours on the Castle Donington Parish Council Hillside car park for public parking to Monday to Friday 08:00am to 8:30pm, Saturday 08:00am to 03:00pm. Church parking only Saturday 03:00pm onwards and Sunday All Day. With effect from July 24th 2017
The Order as made may be examined at the Council Offices, Whitwick Road, Coalville, Leicestershire between the hours of 09.00a.m. and 05.00p.m. Monday to Friday.  The Order can also be viewed on the Council’s website at www.nwleics.gov.uk.

If you wish to question the validity of the Order or of any provision contained in it on the grounds that they are not within the powers conferred by the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 or on the grounds that any requirement of that Act or of any instrument made under it has not been complied with in relation to the Order you may, within six weeks from the date on which the Order was made apply for the purpose to the High Court.
This Order will come into effect on 24th July 2017.
