
The District of North West Leicestershire (Off-Street Parking Places) Order 2010
Statement of Reason

NOTICE is hereby given that North West Leicestershire District Council proposes to make an Order under its powers contained in sections 32 and 35 (1) and (3) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, the effect of which will be to:

1. Create 24 “FREE one hour - no return 1 hour” parking places in the following Council car parks in Coalville.  
· Margaret Street Car Park
 12 spaces

· James Street Car Park 
 12 spaces

This is to support the redesign of Marlborough Square, which will remove the 24 free one hour parking (no return within one hour) supplied by Leicestershire County Council.

These 24 free spaces will be moved to James’ Street Car Park (12 free one hour spaces) and Margaret Street Car Park (12 free one hour spaces). 

The Order as proposed may be examined at the Council Offices, Whitwick Road, Coalville, Leicestershire between the hours of 9.00 a.m. and 5.00 p.m. Monday to Friday.  The Order can also be viewed on the Council’s website at www.nwleics.gov.uk.
