TERMS OF AGREEMENT

1. Definitions

The Purchaser is North West Leicestershire District Council.

The Supplier is the supplier to whom the order is issued.

The Order is the Purchasers order communicated to the supplier.s
The Goods are the goods or services requested in the Order.

The headings of the clauses are for ease of reference only
and do not affect the way in which the wording in the clauses are interpreted.
2. Scope

These terms shall apply to all orders made under the purchase order
3. Agreement

Once the Purchaser receives the Supplier.s written acceptance of the Order or commencement of any work a Contract will exist based on the Order and these terms. The Purchaser will not accept any variation to the Order and these terms.
4. Supply of Goods

The Supplier shall:-

a Deliver the Goods as requested on the Purchase Order;

b Deliver the Goods at the time stated on the Order;

c Be responsible for all the expenses of delivering the Order. d Make sure that an advice note is sent with the Goods and that a detailed invoice is sent to Exchequer Services

as soon as possible after delivery;  
e Make sure that the Purchase Order number is quoted on all correspondence, packages and invoice.
5. Payment

The Purchaser shall pay the Supplier within 30 days of receipt of the relevant invoice unless within that period the Purchaser has given the Supplier written notice of a dispute concerning such invoice. In the latter case the 30 day period will commence again once the Purchaser confirms the dispute is settled.
6. Title and Risk

Unless stated otherwise in the Order, ownership of the Goods pass to the Purchaser as soon as they are allocated by the Supplier to fulfil this Agreement. Title to any documents associated with the Goods shall pass to the Purchaser as soon as they

are prepared or obtained by the Supplier. The Supplier must clearly mark and store such items so that they can be identified as belonging to the Purchaser. Risk will not pass to the Purchaser until delivery of the Goods to the Council site as specified on the Purchase Order is complete.
7. Purchaser.s Materials

Any materials supplied by the Purchaser to the Supplier in connection with the Agreement shall remain the property of the Purchaser. The Supplier will keep them in good order and condition, use them only for the purposes specified and return the materials on request or, at the latest, on completion of the Contract.
8. Termination

Without excluding the ability to take any other action the Purchaser may upon written notice immediately suspend or terminate this Agreement if:-

i The Supplier becomes insolvent, appoints a receiver or is wound up or if the Purchaser believes in all good faith that such events may occur;

ii The Purchaser believes the Goods are not of merchantable quality or fit for purpose or otherwise defective or do not satisfy the requirements of the Agreement.

iii There is any other breach of these terms. If the Agreement is terminated the Purchaser can return the Goods to the Supplier at the Supplier.s expense and the Supplier shall return all payments made under the Agreement to the Purchaser.
9. Rectifications

The Purchaser can opt, instead of any of the options in 8 above, to either:-

a Reject the Goods in whole or in part and ask the Supplier to replace, repair or reinstate them; or

b With the Supplier.s agreement and at its own expenses, carry out works to make the Goods conform to the Agreement.
10. Warranty

The Supplier warrants to make good any defects to the Goods for a period of 12 months from delivery. Defects shall not include fair wear and tear.
11. Indemnity

The Supplier shall indemnify the Purchaser against all loss, damage or injury made against the Purchaser arising from claims from third parties about the Suppliers failure to comply with the Agreement whether negligent or otherwise. The Supplier shall at all times be adequately insured with a reputable insurer against all insurable liability under the Agreement. The Supplier shall provide all reasonable help to the Purchaser or its insurers for the purpose of contesting or dealing with any action arising from the Supplier performance of, or failure to perform, this Agreement.
12. Designs

All Intellectual Property, designs, drawings and other documentation prepared in connection with the Agreement or supplied to the Purchaser shall belong to the Purchaser from the Supplier.s written acceptance of the Order.
13. Confidentiality

The Agreement and its subject matter are confidential and shall not be disclosed or used for any unauthorised purpose.
14. Statutory and Other Requirements

The Supplier undertakes that the Goods supplied comply with all legislation at the date of delivery and will supply all information about the Goods as are required to be supplied by law.
15. Law

This Agreement shall be governed by English Law.
16. Notices

Any notices which need to be given under the Agreement shall be sent to the receiving party at its Business address as last notified to the other party.
