Quarter 3 Performance Report incorporating Finance information for the Community Services.
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1. Performance Summary
1.1
Following the restructure of the Council's senior management team, Housing Future & Community Safety services are now the responsibility of Sue Haslett – Head of Planning & Engagement.  

1.2
Quarter 3 has been very busy for the Leisure services, with recent Active People Survey results placing NW Leicestershire second highest in the county for the number of residents engaged in physical activity and ClubAciv8 visits to leisure centres have made a significant increase of 340% on the same period in 2009/10.
1.3
Financially, the Community Directorate shows a projected underspend of £39k at quarter 3.  Although the bad weather particularly impacted on the Housing repairs service leading to a significant increase in costs, this has been balanced out by savings made in the Leisure & Culture and Neighbourhood & Community services.


However, despite the poor weather, the number of Housing customer complaints have remained very low during this period.

1.4
The Housing Services has also submitted a Decent Homes Bid to Government for approximately £20.78 million. A decision from Government to determine whether the bid is successful is anticipated in February.
1.5
Sickness at quarter 3 for the Community directorate is 4.9 days per Full Time Equivalent (FTE), which is lower than the same period last year of 5.75 days.  This is also providing a positive contribution to the overall Council performance of 5.86 days per FTE.
