Waterloo Housing Association developed this affordable housing scheme in 2011 after a rural housing needs survey had indicated a need for 9 homes within the parish.


The development is situated on a site adjacent to the village boundary which was only granted planning permission as the homes were meeting an identified local need. (Rural Exception Site)


The scheme provides a mix of property types & tenures matching those identified from the housing needs survey and are available for people with a local connection to Long Whatton & Diseworth Parish.


Seven two bed houses & 2 three bed houses were provided, six were available to rent & three as a part rent part buy shared ownership property. 


Internally measured by the Council’s Building for Life accredited Urban Designer, this scheme was awarded an A rating against the national standard for well designed homes & neighbourhoods














Nottingham Community Housing Association developed this affordable housing scheme in 2011 after a rural housing needs survey had indicated a need for 11 homes within the parish.


The development is situated on a site adjacent to the village boundary which was only granted planning permission as the homes were meeting an identified local need. (Rural Exception Site)


The scheme provides a mix of property types & tenures matching those identified from the housing needs survey and are available for people with a local connection to Heather.


Six two bed houses, 3 two bed bungalows & 2 three bed houses were provided, nine were available to rent & two as a part rent part buy shared ownership properties.


The development was awarded 17 out of 20 as part of the national Building for Life assessment for developments providing 10 or more homes. This A* rating for well designed homes & neighbourhoods ranks this scheme as one of the best in the country. 





East Midlands Housing Association developed this affordable housing scheme in 2011 after a rural housing needs survey had indicated a need for 8 homes within the parish.


The development is situated on a site adjacent to the village boundary which was only granted planning permission as the homes were meeting an identified local need. (Rural Exception Site)


The scheme provides a mix of property types & tenures matching those identified from the housing needs survey and are available for people with a local connection to Appleby Parish.


Five two bed houses & 3 two bed bungalows were provided, seven were available to rent & one as a part rent part buy shared ownership property.


The rented properties are allocated & managed by Coalville based Midlands Rural Housing.








Waterloo Housing Association developed this affordable housing scheme in 2011 after a rural housing needs survey had indicated a need for 6 homes within the parish.


The development is situated on a site adjacent to the village boundary which was only granted planning permission as the homes were meeting an identified local need. (Rural Exception Site)


The scheme provides a mix of property types & tenures matching those identified from the housing needs survey and are available for people with a local connection to Long Whatton & Diseworth parish.


The smallest exception site to be delivered in North West Leicestershire provided 5 two bed houses & one two bed bungalow. Three properties were available for rent & as shared ownership. 


Internally measured by the Council’s Building for Life accredited Urban Designer, this scheme was awarded an A rating against the national standard for well designed homes & neighbourhoods

East Midlands Housing Association developed this former Council owned garage site in 2007-08 following the publication of the results of a parish wide survey into housing needs. 


Much of the garage site had become overgrown and the site was not well used. The Council decided to release the land at less than market value to help bring forward five affordable homes.


The scheme provides 3 properties to rent and two are available as part rent part buy shared ownership properties.


The rented properties are allocated & managed by Coalville based Midlands Rural Housing.
