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If you want to take over the running of a local service, the first thing you must do is submit a proposal to the Council. This is called an ‘expression of interest’.

The Council accepts expressions of interest between April 1st and September 30th every year. If you submit an expression of interest outside of this timescale it will be sent back to you and you will be asked to resubmit the following April so use this time to develop your proposal further.

If you need help preparing an expression of interest that are links for organisations that can help you at the bottom of this page.

Your expression of interest must be submitted in writing and addressed to the Stronger and Safer Communities Manager.

Your expression of interest must include; 
· Demonstrating that you are a relevant body [‘relevant body’ as link to ‘Who has Right to Challenge’ page]

· If your group is part of a consortium or if you intend to use a subcontractor to deliver any part of the service you must provide information about each member of the consortium and sub-contractor

· Information about the financial resources of your group and fellow consortium members or intended sub contractors.

· Evidence that by the time of any procurement exercise your group will be capable of providing your proposed method of service delivery.

· Information about the service you are interested in providing and the geographical area in which you intend to supply. This can be parts of the district or the whole district.

· Information about the outcomes you intend to achieve, in particular;

· How your provision will promote or improve the social, economic or environmental wellbeing of the district,

· How your provision will meet the needs of those who receive the service

· If your group consists of council employees you will need to identify how you would engage with other employees who are affected by the expression of interest.
