Well Families Clinics
Well Families clinics is a programme of events that take place in local communities and are focussed on those areas of NWL known as priority neighbourhood areas, these are Ashby, Castle Donington, Coalville (Greenhill), Ibstock, Measham, Moira and Coalville (Thringstone and Whitwick).

The events take place in local community locations such as village halls etc. and bring together a range of partner agencies including Smoking Cessation, Environmental Health, Drugs and Alcohol advice, Pension, Disability and Carers Service and many more.  The events usually take place in the afternoon and are open to anyone, free of charge in the local area.

At most of the events trained physical activity development officers from the District Council carry out a range of health screening tests, blood pressure monitoring, cholesterol checks and BMI measurements.  If these results indicate a need for further advice a referral letter for the individuals GP will be given.
Since May 2010 12 events have taken place with over 600 people attending with over 260  attendees being referred to their GP for further advice and treatment if necessary.
