SHLAA Assumptions 
For inclusion in the SHLAA a site will need to meet the following criteria. 

Suitability 
A site is suitable if-
1. It is well related to an existing settlement boundary (either on its own or with other conjoined sites). 

2. There is adequate vehicular access to the site or potential to provide such access. 

3. There are no constraints preventing development (protected open space, good employment land, flood risk etc) 

Availability 
A site is available if- 

1. Is owned by a developer or a landowner with a stated intention to develop or make the land available. 

2. There is adequate vehicular access to the site or potential to provide such access. 

3. There are no known ownership, tenancies or operational requirements preventing development taking place. 

Achievable 
In addition to the availability criteria a site is achievable if- 

1. There are no market, cost or delivery factors making the site economically unviable to develop. 

General 
· Sites are included if they satisfy the above criteria and are in suitable locations with regard to paragraph 54 of PPS3. 

· Where no evidence is presented of alternative densities a figure of 30 dwellings to the hectare is used for Green field sites outside of existing development limits. It may be possible to achieve higher densities in more central brownfield locations and any variation for 30dph is justified on a case by case basis. 

First Five Years 
For inclusion in the first five years (deliverable) sites need to meet the following criteria 
1. It is under construction 

2. Has planning permission or a Local Plan allocation and 
for allocations there is evidence of deliverability following discussions with the prospective developer, 

3. for permissions that are not renewals of a previous permission and have been granted permission since April 2008. 

3. Is within existing limits to development in the adopted local plan, has no policy or other restriction on development taking place and has a stated intention to develop by a property agent or developer.
